  The move to a larger space will better 

serve the needs of the community and the 

families we serve.  The new space, more than 

four times the size of the previous location, has 

a number of attractive features, such as an  

education center, two conference rooms, and 

five mentor rooms.  

  Working with the community since 

2005, Great Marriages continues its mission to     

encourage healthy families to keep them      

together and to offer hope to those in crisis by    

offering guidance and resources in order to promote, support, sustain and restore 

marriages.  

 The expansion will provide the community with access to a wider range of 

opportunities and allow us to serve more people.  Our programming addresses all 

stages of marriage including healthy dating and relationship skills for youth and 

singles, pre-marriage education, and programs 

specific to newlyweds, blended and stepfami-

lies, the child rearing years and empty nesters. 

In addition, we have a resource library with 

books, CDs, and DVDs on a variety of mar-

riage and relationship topics.  

 Currently we are utilizing the front half 

of the building while construction is occurring 

on the back half. When finished, we will have 

nearly 5,000 square feet of office and program-

ming space.  

  We are looking for volunteers who 

would be willing to help us in the areas of lawn/landscape maintenance, snow  

removal and general building maintenance and cleaning duties.  If you are        

interested in being a part of our organization, we would love to hear from you.
